PROGRAM INFORMATION

ECI 531, ECI 599, ECI 671 and ECI 541 can be taken concurrently or separately with the exception being ECI 531 must be taken with or completed prior to taking ECI 541.  

ECI 541 and ECI 551 cannot be taken concurrently.

ECI 697 should not be taken until the final semester of coursework.

ECI 599 is a ‘generic’ course number that may be offered with different course titles. For the Reading Endorsement only ECI 599 with the title of “The Role of Phonics in Reading” will count toward the endorsement.

The Arizona Department of Education requires three years of teaching experience and a valid Elementary, Special Education or Early Childhood Arizona Teaching Certificate.  The courses applied toward the Reading Endorsement must be beyond those used to fulfill the requirements of the initial provisional or standard teaching certificate.
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
